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Interesting Facts about February
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Americans have annually recognized February as “Black History
Month” . It was 1st acknowledged in 1926 by historian Dr. Carter G
Woodson & The association for the study of Negro life & History
(which he founded). They initially announced the 2nd week of Feb to
be “ Negro History Week”. This week was chosen because it coincided
with the birthday of President Abraham Lincoln (Feb 12) & Abolitionist
Fredrick Douglass (Feb 14) who greatly influenced the black American
population. It was later observed over the whole month to encourage
coordinated teaching of the history of Americans blacks in the nation’s
public schools.

On Feb 1st 1887 the area known as “Hollywood” was founded. On that
same day in 1911 Thomas Jennings was found guilty in Illinois by the
first use of fingerprint evidence in the US.

The National League (now Major League Baseball) of baseball was
founded on Feb 2 1876.

On Feb 3rd 1690 the first paper money in America was issued, in the
Colony of Massachusetts

Bob Douglas became the first African America to be inducted to the
Basketball Hall of Fame on Feb 5th 1972.

On Feb 6th 1971 Astronaut Alan B Shepard used a six iron that he had
brought inside his spacecraft and swung at 3 golf balls on the surface of
the moon. He said it went for “miles and miles”.

The 1st gas street light in the US was lit in Baltimore, Maryland on Feb
7th 1817.

Charles Darwin was born on Feb 12, 1813, also on that day the 1st
artificial ice skating rink opened in Madison Square Garden, NYC 1879.
Racecar legend Ralph Dale Earnhardt was killed in a crash on the last
lap of the Daytona 500 on Feb 18, 2001. Richard Petty won the race.
Oregon became the 1st US state to levy a gasoline tax by placing 1 cent
tax on every gallon of gas on Feb 25, 1919.

On Feb 27, 1936 Shirley Temple received a new contract from 20th
Century Fox that paid the 7 year old $50,000 per film.

The February birth flower is of the Violet & Primrose. The birth stone is §
the Amethyst which brings good luck, positive energy & protection to
one’s daily life.
